Title: Arabic News Interviews: Orientation to Conversation-like structures
Abstract (150 words maximum):

News interviews have become a distinctive type of social interaction that is largely used nowadays in the media. This distinctive type has recently been a focus of several scholars in the field of Conversation Analysis, to present its characters and the system that organises these settings. My paper attempts to present an analysis of Arabic news interviews to show how the cultural background plays a major role in shaping different characters. The paper examines several aspects in Arabic news interviews, such as greetings, turn-taking, and neutrality. After analysing each aspect, the paper presents some conversational features that rarely appear in the English strict system, whilst they commonly appear in my data. This makes Arabic interviewers act more as primary recipients, and their interaction therefore appears closer to conversational interactions.
